(WGS) was conducted for all group B Streptococcus isolates, which includes deduction of capsular
serotype and minimum inhibitory concentration (MIC) predictions, including PBP2x typing to detect
decreased beta lactam susceptibility. A strategic subset of isolates was targeted for conventional
MIC determination. Regular laboratory audits assessed completeness of active surveillance and
detected additional cases.

Rates of early-onset and late-onset group B streptococcal disease were calculated using live birth
estimates for 2020. All other rates were calculated using population estimates from the bridged-
race vintage postcensal file. For national estimates of cases, race- and age-specific rates of disease
were applied from the aggregate surveillance area to the age and racial distribution of the U.S.
population and to live birth estimates for early-onset and late-onset disease. Cases with missing
data, excluding ethnicity, were multiply imputed using sequential regression imputation methods.
