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▪ Infants aged <8 months born during or entering their first RSV season are 
recommended to receive one dose of nirsevimab (50 mg for infants <5 kg and 100 
mg for infants ≥5 kg)

entering their second RSV season are recommended to receive one dose of 
nirsevimab (200 mg)
