NNDSS tables

Infant was fed breast 
milk in 10 days prior 

to illness onset

Start epidemiologic investigation 
(e.g., medical record review, caregiver 

interview) to collect information 
included in the case report form in 

SEDRIC

Obtain full feeding history and product 
details. Determine if 

there is a clinical isolate and 
where it is located

Update and finalize 
case report form in 

SEDRIC

Contact CDC Cronobacter Team 
via SEDRIC thread or 

Cronobacter@cdc.gov to 
determine testing process for 
expressed breast milk and/or 

breast pump parts

If indicated, breast milk and/or breast 
pump parts are submitted to testing 

agency (e.g., state or local public 
health lab, CDC)

Notify the CDC Cronobacter 
team, who will notify FDA of the 

case and feeding history

Opened powdered 
infant formula 

(PIF) is available

Other feeding 
product is available

If indicated, testing agency 
(e.g., state or local public health lab, 
FDA) coordinates with public health 
officials to test unopened product 

from the implicated lot

If indicated, PIF 
is submitted to 
testing agency 

(e.g. state or local 
public health 

lab, CDC)

Public health officials, 
CDC, and FDA will 

coordinate to 
determine whether 
testing should be 

performed
