Research: Studying Ways to Prevent Injuries and Violence
O\ ICRCs research the causes, outcomes, and prevention of
injuries and violence. Research topics include:

adverse childhood older adult falls
experiences (ACEs) opioid overdose
intimate partner suicide
& sexual violence traumatic brain
transportation safety injuries

and productive

Nationwide Children’s Hospital studies the effectiveness
of concussion laws to inform policy interventions that help
optimize medical care and prevent concussions
