Jurisdiction Targets for Final Pending Cause of Death
Rate

To close the national mortality file, the pending cause of
death rate must be small enough to accurately reflect the
distribution of causes of death for population groups
across the country. In recent years, the national mortality
file has been closed with a rate of approximately 0.17%,
with a range of rates among non-territories from 0.00% to
0.91%. While there is no specific target pending rate in the
Vital Statistics Cooperative Program (VSCP) contract, the
contract does include a financial penalty if the status of a
jurisdiction’s file would delay closure of the national file.

Not only is a sufficiently low pending rate a necessary
condition for final closure, it is also an important measure
of data quality.

Creating a jurisdiction-specific pending rate goal could help
jurisdictions to reduce rates throughout the year and
ensure timely closure of final files. The chart below shows
the distribution of pending rates by jurisdiction at closeout
from 2015-2019, which indicates improvements over time.
Currently, the 2020 pending rate is 1.63%. The 2020
pending target for jurisdictions at final close out is 0.17% or
the jurisdiction’s 2019 rate, whichever is smaller. Over the
past few years, several reports were developed and are
updated regularly to assist in monitoring and follow up
with certifiers.

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VIEWS Il Help

As more states are working to identify ways of improving
the quality of the cause of death, one of the tools available
is the Validations and Interactive Edits Web Service (VIEWS
I1). VIEWS Il is a web service that provides validations and
spell checks directly at the point of data entry. Jurisdictions
are encouraged to use VIEWS I, incorporate spell checks
into their electronic death registration systems, and
continually educate certifiers on the importance of
accurate and complete cause of death information for
improving auto-coding and expediting real-time mortality
surveillance.

Hispanic.

Hispanic white women.

This recent report from the National Survey of Family
Growth (NSFG) was released October 20, 2020 and can be
found at this link. The report shows the following:

e In2017-2019, 65.3% of women aged 15-49 in the
United States were currently using a method of
contraception.

e Current contraceptive use increased with age, from
38.7% among women aged 15-19 to 74.8% among
women aged 40-49.

o The percentage of non-Hispanic white women
currently using contraception (69.2%) was higher
compared with non-Hispanic black (61.4%) and
Hispanic (60.5%) women.
