Data Extends the Possibilities for Suicide Research
Suicide, drug overdose, and alcohol-related deaths —known
together as “deaths of despair” — are increasing across the
United States.

2020 Mortality Transmissions during COVID-19

During this pandemic, our ability to quickly publish data about
COVID-19 is greatly enhanced because more than half of the
jurisdictions transmit mortality records to NCHS five or more
times each week. While we know that not all jurisdictions have
that capacity, if you have the capability to increase your
frequency of transmission, it will improve the timeliness and
completeness of the data we are publishing each weekday. Most
of our tabulation processes run overnight, so transmission more
frequently than daily is not necessary, but our system is generally
available to accept data 24 hours a day, 7 days a week, and those
with the STEVE ThinClient installed are often able to schedule
their transmissions without manual intervention.

We can also work with you to change the frequency with which
we send you reports from our Specialist teams. Many
jurisdictions that submit daily elect to receive their checklists and

other routine reports on a weekly basis; just contact your
assigned DACEB staff to figure out what will work best for your
situation.
