Table 3 presents quarterly estimates of exchange-
based private health insurance coverage for people younger than age 65 disaggregated by age group. Table 4 presents quarterly estimates of health insurance coverage 
for adults ages 18–64 disaggregated by race and ethnicity. Quarterly estimates for July 2023–June 2024 and full-year estimates for 2023 are also presented for 
comparison. Statistically significant differences between the most recent and previous quarter estimates as well as the most recent quarter and previous full-year 
estimates are noted by footnotes. No additional comparisons of estimates across the columns were tested. These estimates are being published prior to final data 
editing and final weighting to provide access to the most recent information from the NHIS.
