in a given facility. This is done by multiplying each facility’s access type-specific denominator by the corresponding 

national rate for that access type. A facility’s SIR (standardized infection ratio) is the total observed BSI count 

divided by the total predicted number of BSIs across all access type categories (SIR=number of observed 

BSI/number of predicted BSI).
