Approval of 2024-2025 Updated COVID-19 Vaccine

e August 22t 2024 the U.S. Food and Drug Administration approved and
authorized 2024-2025 updated COVID-19 vaccines.

e 2023-2024 COVID-19 vaccines have been discontinued and replaced with the 2024-
2025 formula for all available COVID-19 vaccines.

e CDC recommends for individuals 12+ to receive a single dose of the updated,
2024-2025 COVID-19 vaccines

* NHSN reporting changes for the updated definition begin the week of
September 30, 2024 (Quarter 4 of 2024)

Up to Date Definition Change

* Beginning the week of September 30, 2024 — October 6, 2024, individuals are
considered up to date if they have received a 2024-2025 updated COVID-19

vaccine
- Note: Individuals are also considered up to date if they received a 2023-2024
COVID-19 vaccine within the last 2 months

* Under the new recommendations, most individuals will not be up to date with
COVID-19 vaccines until they receive the 2024-2025 updated COVID-19 vaccine.

 Facilities should report zero (0) up to date until individuals receive the 2024-2025
updated COVID-19 vaccine.




New Definition: Up to Date with COVID-19 Vaccines

Changes for Quarter 4 2024 (beginning September 30, 2024) are highlighted in yellow

Individuals who are 12 and older are considered Up to Date with their COVID-19 Vaccines during the
surveillance period of September 30, 2024 — December 239, 2024, for the purpose of NH5N surveillance

if they meet the following criterig:*

Received a 2024-2025 updated COVID-19 vaccine, or

Received a 2023-2024 COVID-19 vaccine within the past 2 months.

*The 2024-2025 updated COVID-19 vaccine was approved by the FDA on August 22, 2024, CDC recommends a single dose of
the updated, 2024-2025 COVID-19 vaccines for individuals who are 12 and older to protect against serious illness from COVID-
19 and remain up to date. Please see Staying Up to Date with COVID-12 Vaccines | COVID-19 | CDC for further details.

Person-Level COVID-19 Vaccination Forms for HCP

The Person-Level COVID-19 Vaccination Forms are optional tools that can be

used to report data for healthcare personnel (not patients) to the NHSN
COVID-19 Vaccination module.

Data on individuals are directly entered line by line in the optional Person-
Level COVID-19 Vaccination forms or can uploaded via a .CSV file.
