After going on a two-week vacation abroad, she presented to our clinic with
chills and a fever. She had not received any hemodialysis treatment at our dialysis
unit since her return to the L5, We sent her to the ER where a positive blood

Since her last hemodialysis treatment before this dialysis event was not provided at
our facility, how should I answer, the “admit/readmit” question on the DE form?

How should Nurse Renaldo respond to the “admit/readmit” question? Nurse Renaldo should answer... Y ES !

...because the dialysis event date and the date of readmission to the facility are the same date.
