Interpretation 
 Looking at the table above, we can see that patient 11NN has two HYST procedures recorded for the same procedure date, and only one HYST is allowed. 
Additionally, one of the procedures (ID 08112) is linked to an event. In reviewing the two HYST records for this patient, we can see that there are no 
differences between the two and can delete the second HYST procedure (ID 08113) for this patient.
