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Description

CDC’s Targeted Assessment for Prevention (TAP) Strategy allows a facility to identify and target locations with the
greatest need for improvement using a metric that tracks excess infections. The first step of the TAP strategy is to
create a TAP Report. TAP Reports use a metric known as the Cumulative Attributable Difference (CAD) to help a
facility prioritize the locations where the greatest prevention impact could be achieved. CAD is the number of
infections that must be prevented to achieve an HAI reduction goal. TAP Reports can be generated within NHSN
for CLABSI, CAUTI, MRSA, and CDI LabID data. The TAP Dashboard, located on the NHSN Patient Safety Component
Home Page, gives facility users an opportunity to view and access their TAP Report data via an interactive chart
display. Additionally, the dashboard serves as an access point for creating TAP Reports and generating new
datasets. This guide will help users understand how to use and interpret the TAP Dashboard.

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Generate TAP Dashboard Report

Select “TAP Strategy Dashboard” on the NHSN Patient Safety Component Home Page to view the TAP Dashboard.
Before beginning analysis within NHSN, it is recommended that users generate new datasets. Users have the
ability to generate new datasets from the TAP dashboard screen using the “Update” button. The date to the right
of the “Update” button indicates the last time datasets have been updated. Click “Update” to generate new
datasets.

The following graph describes the facility level CADs by HAI and facility type. The CADs were calculated using the
2020 HHS Action plan goals. The legend includes HAI specific links that when selected, for CAUTI or CLABSI, open
an additional location table ranked by CAD. The headers above each graph describe what information has been
included in the table. The second line of the header describes the HAI and facility type included in the report.

The Facility CAD by HAI Type Graph (above) describes the Cumulative Attribute Difference (CAD) by HAI and
facility type. The y-axis describes the CAD value, while the x-axis represents time period and can be filtered by
quarter. The CAD values are calculated for each HAI using the HHS Action Plan Goals for 2020. Each bar in the
graph is represented by a color. At the top of each bar is the CAD rounded to the nearest hundredth decimal point.
The legend directly below the graph links to a detailed view of the data included in the graph. Additionally, the
graph can be filtered by HAI Type and quarter using the available dropdown menus. The graph can be expanded
in size and printed.
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TAP Dashboard Detail View: HAI specific CAD by Location Type Graph
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The TAP Dashboard Detail graph (above) describes the CAD by location type for a specific HAI. The y-axis shows
the facility’s location while the x-axis shows the range of the CAD values from negative to positive. In this graph,
CAD represents the number of infections that would need to be prevented to reach the SIR goal (the HHS Action
Plan Goal for 2020). As such, the CAD is rounded up to the nearest whole number and is located to the right or
left of each bar in the graph depending on whether the CAD is negative or positive. A negative CAD should be
interpreted as fewer infections than predicted given the HHS action plan goal. A positive CAD is indicative of an
additional burden of infection for the location. The CAD helps a facility determine a tangible prevention goal for
preventing more of its observed infections. The graph can be expanded in size and printed.

The CAD by Location Detailed Data Table (above) is available for CLABSI and CAUTI CADs. It shows (from left to
right) the location ranking, location, location type, and location CAD. The last column identifies the organisms
within the location that are also one of the six most common pathogens identified within NHSN for that particular
HAI. The footnotes for the location table can be accessed by selecting the “More Info” link below the table. The
footnotes describe the data presented in the table and provides helpful information for interpreting it. For
example, footnote #1 states the source of the data, the time period, and exclusions when present. Footnote #2
explains that if location-level CADs are the same, the ranking will be the same as well. Footnote #3 lists the names
of the 6 most common pathogens found in the organism list (specific to HAI type). Footnote #4 indicates that the
SIR will not be calculated if the number of predicted events is less than 1. Footnote #5 shows the equation for
calculating CAD.
