* Updated Guidance June 2024

* CDC recommends an RSV vaccine for everyone ages 75 and older and adults ages
60-74 at increased risk of severe RSV.

* Adults 60-74 who are at increased risk include those with chronic heart or lung
disease, certain other chronic medical conditions, and those who are residents of
nursing homes or other long-term care facilities.
