Know the signs and symptoms of sepsis

A child with sepsis might have one or more of the following signs or symptoms:
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High heart Fever, Confusion or Shortness Extreme Clammy or
rate or shivering, disorientation of breath pain or sweaty skin
weak pulse or feeling discomfort
very cold

Healthcare professionals should immediately evaluate and treat children who might have sepsis.

e Act fast

Sepsis is a medical emergency. If your child has an infection that’s not getting better or is getting

worse, Get medical care (QUUELIEIEWA Ask a healthcare professional, “Could this
infection be leading to sepsis?” and if your child should go to the emergency room.
