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Get Screened for Tuberculosis (TB)

Complete the Uniting for Ukraine

Program Requirement

TB Screening is Required

Everyone 2 years of age or older who
arrives in the United States through the
Uniting for Ukraine program is required
to attest that they have been screened
for TB with a TB blood test (also known
as interferon-gamma release assay)
in their United States Citizenship and
Immigration Services (USCIS) online
account (myaccount.uscis.gov) within
90 days of arrival.

Attestation must be completed for minor
children, even if a child is under 2 years old
and qualifies for an exception. People who
have been in the United States for more
than 90 days must complete the TB
screening and attestation requirement
as soon as possible.

Anyone Can Get TB

Anyone can get TB, but people who
were born in or who frequently travel

to countries where TB disease is more
common, like Ukraine, have a higher risk
for TB.

People can get TB even if they have
received the TB vaccine (also called the
BCG vaccine) because its protection
weakens over time. TB blood tests are not
affected by prior BCG vaccination.

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Learn About TB

TB is caused by bacteria that usually
attack the lungs, but can attack any part
of the body including the kidney, spine,
and brain. Not everyone infected with TB
bacteria becomes sick, so two TB-related
conditions exist: inactive TB, also known as
latent TB infection, and TB disease. If not
treated properly, TB disease can be fatal.

A Positive Test Result Will Not
Affect a Person’s Uniting for
Ukraine Parole Status

If a person has a positive test result from
the TB blood test, a healthcare provider
will do other tests to see if they have
inactive TB or TB disease. Both inactive TB
and TB disease can be treated.
