limited federal health care program that provides medical
monitoring and treatment for conditions that are certified

as related to a member’s exposure on 9/11. Members
include responders and survivors of the 9/11 attacks in
New York, at the Pentagon, and in Shanksville, PA.

THE WORK CONTINUES:

With over 400,000 people estimated to be affected by 9/11,

the WTC Health Program is dedicated to reaching all who
are eligible for coverage.
